We are very fortunate at 
PDCC to have so many programs that are hot, our challenge is to continue to keep them hot and  find 
new areas to “spread the heat,” thereby continuing the vitality Peace Dale Congregational Church has 
enjoyed for over 150 years!

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PEACE DALE HOUSE – MISSION AT WORK 
Part 7. 

The vision and mission of Peace Dale House continued under the direction of Presidents John Harvey, 
Phyllis Tucker, Murray Cordin, Barbara Yuells and Walter Prescott from 1984 through 2002.  Adminis-
trator for four years and secretary of all the organizational meetings, Artemis Ramaker resigned in July 
1984.   Janet E. Harvey became Administrator and Program Director.  A secretary and a maintenance as-
sistant were hired.  New regulations on the recertification of residents in HUD housing facilities created 
mounds of paperwork.  A part-time Program Director was hired in 1986 and Susan Holley Vasques was 
hired as a part-time Resident Services Coordinator in 1994. 
 
While concepts of ‘Aging in Place’ remain prominent issues in senior housing, the American Association 
of Homes for the Aging and HUD affirmed that each facility must conform to its Mission Statement in its 
resident arrangements and relationships. 
 
The three day a week Nutrition Program continued under the supervision of founders Shirley Mellor and 
Board member Carol Anne Hayes with Pt. Judith Fisherman’s Coop donating 40# of flounder each 
month.  Upon Mrs. Mellor’s retirement, an arrangement with South County Hospital for providing meals 
was negotiated by Phyllis Tucker.  Volunteers from Peace Dale House and Peace Dale Estates served as 
chef’s assistants and hostesses and Peace Dale Church provided servers and dishwashers. 
 
The Rev. Dr. Lawrence Washburn retired from the Board of Directors and as pastor of Peace Dale Con-
gregational Church in June 1993.  Because of his influence in establishing and guiding Peace Dale House, 
the Board chose to dedicate the Peace Dale House living room as ‘The Washburn Room’.  A brass plate is 
located on the mantle. 
 
Events of this period: 
>  Applicants for Peace Dale Estates were interviewed by Phyllis Tucker, Rene Bollinger and John Har-
vey and referrals made to Janet Harvey for occupancy at the end of March 1985. 
>  A Fire Lane was established at the request of the Town. 
>  A traffic light was installed at Curtis Corner Road and Kingstown Road. 
>  An oil painting of Malcolm and Arline Tilton, hung in Tilton Hall, was unveiled at the Corporation 
meeting of June 1989. 
>  The Library was moved to the 3rd floor.  Books were organized and catalogued by Nancy Holley. 
>  Memorial monies were consolidated into one Fund and names of those memorialized were recorded on 
a Memorial Plaque placed in Tilton Hall.  A greenhouse was purchased from this Fund. 
>  Equipment donated by a local beauty salon enabled a licensed “Beauty Nook” to be established in an 
area of the craft room. 
>  The Board requested release from the agreement with the New Samaritan Corp. as sponsor but HUD 
and New Samaritan could not allow changes under the present regulations. 
>  By-laws were amended to allow an immediate past president to be ex-officio member of the Board of 
Directors, with voice but without vote. 
>  A tree was planted and plaque erected to honor John E. Harvey for his services from 1977-1995. 
>  The Boards of Peace Dale House and Peace Dale Estates scheduled some joint meetings since the two 
facilities shared common goals, interests and problems. 
>  The 10th Anniversary was celebrated in 1990 and the 20th Anniversary in 2000.
