4. Sprinkle the soil with seed.

5. Add a thin layer of potting soil on the top.

6. Carefully water so as not to overflow or soak it.

7. Keep in a sunny location.

8. Your seeds will begin to sprout in a day or two godr egghead will grow "hair" in about a week!
