Hours

Part-time Position requires 30 hours a week, Monday through Friday. Annual salary- range from $26,000 to
$32,000.

reports and exhibits, and creating receipt for memorial gifts to the church as requested

° Reception, including receiving and screening telephone calls, coordinating the church calendar,
scheduling appointments, answer routine inquiries, and compose routine correspondence
° Membership records, including maintaining accurate membership files and church directory (in

collaboration with Board of Deacons), mailing lists, and other sensitive information, and coordinate
distribution of newsletters.

° Administrative responsibilities include the organization of annual and financial reports, assist in
mailings, maintain boards and committee records, mail distribution, supply orders, maintain petty cash
account, and attend and participate in weekly staff meetings.

° Training of Angels - office volunteers to handle routine tasks.
° Social Media - review and update the social media that is currently in use by church community
° Public Relations assistant — works with church minister and lay members to enhance the

outreach and extravagant welcome of PDCC
