According to a recent National Mentoring survey, one third of our nation’s young people are growing up
without a mentor. For young people who face a variety of risk factors that could lead them to become
disconnected from school and work, the mentoring effect is linked to significant positive outcomes:

52% are less likely than their peers to skip a day of school

55% are more likely to be enrolled in college

46% are less likely than their peers to start using drugs

81% are more likely to participate regularly in sports or extracurricular activities

78% are more likely to volunteer regularly in their communities

130% are more than twice as likely to say that they held a leadership position in a club or sports team
90% of respondents said they are interested in becoming mentors

Mentoring helps students reach their full potential. Currently, the mentor program has twenty unfilled
requests from teachers, principals and families.
