DID YOU KNOW? 
 

A majority of the world’s nations have adopted a United Nations global 
agreement to ban nuclear weapons. The so-called Treaty on the Prohibition of 
Nuclear Weapons reached the required approval of 50 state parties in 2020 
and entered into force on January 22, 2021. It is permanent in nature and is 
legally binding on those nations that join it. Follow this link for details and the 
participating and non-participating countries (https://www.icanw.org/). 
The new agreement fills a significant gap in international law. It prohibits 
nations from developing, testing, producing, manufacturing, transferring, 
possessing, stockpiling, using or threatening to use nuclear weapons, or 
allowing nuclear weapons to be stationed on their territory. It also prohibits 
them from assisting, encouraging or inducing anyone to engage in any of 
these activities.  
 

A nation that possesses nuclear weapons may join the treaty, so long as it 
agrees to destroy them in accordance with a legally binding, time-bound plan. 
Similarly, a nation that hosts another nation’s nuclear weapons on its territory 
may join, so long as it agrees to remove them by a specified deadline. 
Some of us first became aware of this treaty during the recent 
commemoration program remembering the bombing of Hiroshima and 
Nagasaki in Japan that is held annually in Jamestown, RI. Speakers noted 
that the treaty has thus far been ratified by 55 countries. Notably, countries 
holding nuclear weapons, including the United States, have yet to sign. The 
Jamestown group urges all Rhode Islanders to ask their senators and 
representatives to take legislative action to sign on to the treaty. We urge you 
to study the issue and consider contacting state leaders to take similar action.

Peace Dale Congregational Church has accepted along with South County Habitat for Humanity and its ReStore a 

challenge to not only assist Wakefield Baptist Church (WBC), but also our forests, fields, rivers and oceans.  

WBC has 

partnered with NexTrex with hopes of collecting 500 lbs.
